Approved Dock Policy and Procedures
Regulation of Docks by Association:  No dock, pier or boat landing shall be constructed on the Properties until the plans and specifications thereof have been approved in writing by the Waterview Property Owners Association, Inc.  All dock related issues should be presented in writing to the Waterview Property Owners Association, Inc. All property owners desiring to construct a dock, pier or boat landing must sign a Non-Exclusive License Agreement with the Waterview Property Owners Association, Inc. and, prior to turnover of control of the Association, with Francis J. Colosimo and James R. Colosimo, Co-Trustees of the Section 94 Land Trust.

Excavation or Fill of Common Properties.  No boat canal or other waterway shall be dug or excavated into the Common Properties or any of the lots that abut the Common Properties.  No lot or parcel shall be increased in size by filling in the Common Properties and/or the waters on which it abuts.  

Property Criteria for Dock Permitting:

Only those lots meeting the following criteria will be considered by the Association for approval of a dock, pier or boat landing: 

1.) One of property lines of the subject property must directly abut the Common Properties (also referred to herein as the “greenbelt.”)  

2.) The subject property must be located no more than 200 feet from the waterway.  An accurate survey must be submitted to the Association showing the distance from the subject property to the waterway.  The distance shall be measured by a straight extension of the property lines toward the waterway with no variation in the angle of the property line.  In order to be considered for approval of the dock, pier or boat landing, the waterway must be no more than 200 feet from the lot boundary as measured on the extended property line.  

Measuring in a diagonal fashion will not be an acceptable measurement and will not be used by the Waterview Property Owners Association, Inc.

3.) No dock, pier or boat landing shall be permitted if direct access to the dock, pier or boat landing from the subject lot may only be obtained by crossing a street, lot, tract or anything other parcel of property which is not the Association’s greenbelt.    

Procedure for Requesting Approval

A completed application for any proposed dock, pier or boat landing must be submitted to the Association’s Environmental Control Committee (the “ECC”) at least thirty (30) days prior to the commencement of the proposed action.  A completed application shall include all of the following:

1. One (1) copy of the plans and specifications for the proposed dock, pier or boat landing and any other improvements required to complete the dock, pier or boat ramp;

2. An accurate survey of the lot, and the relevant portions of the greenbelt and waterway.  The survey must show the distance between the lot and the waterway, as measured by a straight extension of the property lines toward the waterway with no variation in the angle of the property line.  The survey should also show the proposed location of the dock, pier or boat ramp;

3. Signed  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Non-Exclusive Licence Agreement; and 
4. Application Fee, if required by the Board of Directors.
The ECC shall have thirty (30) days to review an application.  After review by the ECC, the original of the application will be retained by the ECC for their files.  A photocopy will be returned to the applicant marked with one of the following:

1. “APPROVED” (Project approved as submitted);

2. “APPROVED SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS”  (Project approved subject to the conditions noted); or

3.  “DISAPPROVED” (Project disapproved for the reasons noted on the form).

An incomplete application will be returned to the applicant marked “DISAPPROVED.”  Any disapproval by the ECC may be appealed, in writing, by the applicant to the Board of Directors in writing within ten (10) days of the receipt of the decision by the ECC, and the Board of Directors will either approve or disapprove the decision of the ECC within thirty (30) days after the receipt of said appeal by the Board of Directors. The Board of Directors of the Association shall have the right to waive the application of one or more of the rules or regulations contained herein, or to permit a deviation from the rules or regulations where, in the discretion of the Board of Directors, circumstances exist which justify such waiver or deviation.

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary, the Association shall determine the location and placement of the dock, pier or boat landing.

It is the property owner’s responsibility to obtain and bear all expenses for permits and inspections as required by the governing authorities and applicable codes.
