Guidelines for Clearing and Filling:
1.) No property owner can clear, fill or improve their lot without submitting the proper plans and specifications as outlined in the E.C.C.’s Residential Guidelines, Restrictions and Conditions.
2.) No property owner can clear, fill or improve the greenbelt directly abutting their property without having written approval from the E.C.C. and following these specifications.

a.) Property that abuts the greenbelt on the water can fill a small portion of the greenbelt in not to exceed more than 15 feet from the rear or side property line and not to encroach more than 35 feet to the waters edge.
b.) The elevation and slope from the property leading in to the greenbelt should be clearly marked on the Landscaping Plans and Specifications submitted to the E.C.C. for new construction or modification to existing property.

c.) Any clearing or filling of any kind that impedes, restrictions, or stops proper drainage and storm water run off will not be granted by the E.C.C. or the Waterview Property Owners Association, Inc.

d.) All fill and landscaping improvements completed by the property owner in the greenbelt is and will continue to be common area for all the property owners in Section 94.
