I. Called to order
Fran Colosimo called the meeting to order at 7:00pm. Began with introductions of the board. Explained how he acquired the association, what areas were bought, and what the "Greenbelt" consists of.
II. New Business
Consideration of proposed budget. $300.00 per lot at this time to allow for clean up of the "Greenbelt".
Two bids were done to provide for clean up: Ray Smith Excavating was quoted at .40 cents a square foot and Ecological Clearing was quoted at $214,500. In going with Ecological Clearing and dividing it between 795 lots the proposed amount would be $295.92 per lot. Commercial land is excluded. Fran Colosimo motions to vote on budget. Chris Lee seconds it. Dave Kakula wants to open the floor for discussion
Cheyenne Young states that the board decides if they want to open the floor. Jim opens the floor for discussion.
Dave Kakula wants copies of the By-Laws and copies of the Articles of Incorporation. Cheyenne Young discusses what is in the By-Laws and Denny Curtis provides information on how to obtain a copy by accessing it on SouthGulfCove.org under Deed Restrictions.
Member: Why clear the "Greenbelt"? Some people like the privacy that was part of the appeal to Section 94.
Fran Colosimo explains that it would be the clearing of the exotics only. The mallalucas, Australian pines, & Brazilian peppers providing a cleaner cut look. Member: Why?
Fran Colosimo explains that this is the first step in gaining park areas, nature areas, and walkways.
Member: We don't want parks behind our houses. We want to live in quiet areas. Jim Colosimo explains that the covenants state that the board is liable for the maintenance of the common areas and if something were to happen such as a fire due to

non-clean up, the board would be held responsible.
Member: Give the common areas to the county.
Cheyenne Young states the county will not agree to take over the "Greenbelt".
Jim Colosimo: The community plan may allow for some trading of some of the
"Greenbelt".
Member: Why do we need to clear the area?
Jim Colosimo: We feel that the lots will go up in value and we are responsible for
maintenance of the common areas.
Sandy Slater: Linear Park will be paid by the SGCHA.
Member: Linear Park was a bad idea, no one uses the benches, and it was a poor use of
the money.
Member: Can the "Greenbelt" property owners' pay more than the interior owners?
Cheyenne Young: No, The laws state that each lot owner pays equal amounts,
commercial pays nothing.
Dave Kakula: What is the "Greenbelt" zoned?
Fran Colosimo: ES-Environmentally Sensitive.
Member: Send out mailer to all 795 lot owners to get a vote on clearing of the
"Greenbelt".
Member: Clean up sounds great, just don't take out the large trees. It will destroy the feel
of the area.
Chris Lee: You are misunderstanding what we are trying to do. We just want to get rid of
the exotics, mallalucas, Brazilian peppers, & the Australian pines. The big picture would
be that Section 94 will be the nicest section at build out.
Member: If you take all that out it will take away from why we bought in Section 94 in
the first place. Cape Coral did the same thing and it looks like a desert now.
Member: What is your overall plan or vision?
Jim Colosimo: Clean up, burying of the power lines, we want to raise the values of the
property in Section 94. We met with Parks and Recreation on maybe exchanging a 24
acre tract of land that would be an extension of Linear Park.
Member: Could you just clear a section so we can see how it will look?
Jim Colosimo: Maybe we will clean up behind our lots and then we can have another
meeting to see what you think.
Member: Can you change the commercial to residential?
Denny Curtis: No, there are too many lots all ready for the county.
Member: I don't want to look at the houses across from my house.
Jim Colosimo: We have to maintain the areas of the "Greenbelt" because we are liable for
that area.
Dave Kakula: Just gid rid of the exotics. Somebody is lying here because I have dealt
with Bob from Ecological Clearing and I know that he can't get rid of the bigger trees. He
doesn't have the equipment.
Fran Colosimo: I have used him many times and he hasn't had any problems, he does a
great job.
Dave Kakula: You need to get more bids other than just the two.
Jim Colosimo: Motion to table it for 60 days and then have another meeting.
Chris Lee: Seconds the motion.
III. Consideration of vacant Director's seat
Fran Colosimo suggests that Denny Curtis the current President of SGCHA fill the position.
Jim Colosimo motions to have Denny as the Director. Chris Lee seconds it.
Member: Can you get an estimate on just the waterways? Jim Colosimo: We still have to fulfill our maintenance obligation. Jim motions that the meeting be adjourned. Chris Lee seconds the motion.
Meeting adjourned at 8:20pm.

Introduction of board members
•   President Fran Colosimo
•   Vice President Jim Colosimo
•   Secretary Chris Lee Overview of what land our investment group purchased
•   Approximately 260 residential building lots
•   2 parcels of commercial totaling approx. 10 acres
•   143 acres of greenbelt or common area zoned ES or environmentally
sensitive
With this purchase came certain rights and obligations from the original "developer"
•   The main obligation was the Waterview Property Owners Association
•   The second was the maintenance of the greenbelt Budget and Annual Assessment 1st item on Agenda
•   Taxes in 2005 were $20,757.23
•   Maintenance and clean up of 143 acre of greenbelt or common area There were two bids obtained to do the job
1. Ray Smith Excavating for $1,245,816
2. Ecological Clearing for $214,500
These bids are to include the clean-up and clearing of the 143 acres of greenbelt or common area. This would not be a job to clear cut the property, only to go in and clear out all fallen trees from Hurricane Charley, and the exotics (paper trees, brazilian peppers, and austrailian pines) leaving the property like it once was.
•   It is the recommendation that we use Ecological clearing to do the work
•   The proposed budget is $235,257.23 +/-
•   That would be 795 property owners / $235,257.23 = $295.92 +/- per
lot
Fran Colosimo made a motion to approve the proposed budget and Chris Lee seconded the motion.
The motion was put to a vote by the board and all were in favor.
Dave Kakula
•   Spoke up about whether there was going to be a discussion pertaining to rights of property owners.
•   He also requested a copy of the bylaws and covenants at this time.
•   Asked whether we could do a non-profit and turn the property over to
the county Cheyenne Young attorney for Section 94 Land Trust spoke to these concerns
•   It is a non-profit and the county has to agree with the transfer to them
•   The way the by-laws are set up, it requires that all property owners
pay an equal share. Denny Curtis President of South Gulf Cove HOA
•   Spoke to the group about how SGC is set up and the troubles of
involving the county
At this time the board voted to postpone the approval of the budget and listen to the property owners.
Homeowner on Shelbourne Cir
•   Spoke to his concerns of clear cutting the greenbelt or common area
•   He spoke to the fact that he didn't want to look across the greenbelt
into his neighbors back yard Fran Colosimo
•   Spoke to why the trust wants to clean up the greenbelt or common area and how it was going to be handled
•   Clearing out of downed trees and as much of the exotic plant life as
possible leaving a forest of pines, palmettos, and palm trees. Homeowner on Shelbourne Cir
•   People want privacy who are moving into the area
•   Where should parks be placed? Doesn't want people walking through
his back yard. Jim Colosimo
•   Spoke to the trusts obligation to clean up the greenbelt and the liability involved if something were to go wrong (fire or someone being hurt at a natural boat ramp)
•   Steps taken so far with the county.
1. Exchanges and tradeoffs of 24 acres to the north of Section 94 and to the south of the linear park hi SGC
•   The county seemed receptive to the idea and refered us to Sandy Slater, member of the advisory board for SGC
•   Does it make sense to clear up the greenbelt or common area for $300 per property owner
•   Do you think that the value of everyone's lots will go up by $300 if
the greenbelt or common area is cleaned up? Sandy Slater Advisory Board member to SGC
•   The county has control of the linear park but that doesn't mean that SGC isn't paying for the park to be installed and maintained
•   The county takes money from the MSBU's paid by SGC to maintain the park
•   In actuality the property owners pay one way or the other Homeowner on Shelbourne Cir
•   Voiced concern that this is just the beginning of the assessments and
how much is it going to add up to over time? property owner
•   Is it appropriate for standard lot owners to pay the same as waterview
and preserve property owners Cheyenne Young
•   The bylaws state that every property must pay an equal share Dave Kakula
•   The greenbelt or common area should be deeded back to the property owner that owns the lot behind it.
•   Again states he wants to look at the bylaws and covenants, the

•   Asked what the property is zoned Fran Colosimo
•   Property is zoned environmentally sensitive Gentleman from New York
•   Brought up concern about a cleared lot next to his property in the southern section of section 94
Property owner
•   Does greenbelt abut La Barge Cir? Fran Colosimo
•   Yes Homeowner on Shelbourne Cir
•   We should get a better feel for what the rest of property owners want done in section 94
•   Again brings up concern about clearing too much vegetation Chris Lee
•   We aren't going to clear cut anything in section 94, we want to restore                                the greenbelt or common areas to a more natural setting, leaving the big pines, palms and palmetto. This area will look as it did before brazilian pepper,paper trees and Australian pines.
