The introduction of Dock Policies and Procedures:

Denny Curtis: addressed concerns of common pro perty and citizen rights to those docks. 

Homeowner:  If we don’t allow those with access to the water to have them then it will hurt everyone in the community. Due to property values.

Homeowner: Will this make the Interceptor Lagoon no wake?

The board: If that becomes realty we will suspend the dock policies.

Homeowner: I think this a great idea and I’m glad it is being addressed.

There has been a non-licensing agreement drafted to protect the association and it’s members in regard to docks.

Homeowner: How many dry lots vs. waterfront lots?
Board: Not 100% sure but somewhere in the area of 135 waterfront and 800 dry lots.
Homeowner: This would be a tremendous boost in property values for those property owners in Waterview Preserve.

Homeowner: Are all docks personal property?

Chyenne Young: The docks are personal property of those that paid for and permitted the docks.

A motion was made by Jim Colosimo to vote on Dock Policies and Procedures. The motion was seconded by Chris Lee.
