Town Hall Meeting

This meeting was held to discuss proposed improvements to the community.

The meeting was attended by 5 or 6 actual property owners and another 15 or so South Gulf Cove residents.

· What type of visibility would the open air storage have to residents?

-There would be landscaping put around the site in order to keep it astatically pleasing.

· Does the investment group own all this property?

-The group owns approx. 300 lots and controls the HOA and greenbelt areas.

· How do we plan to fund the improvements?

-That hasn’t been decided yet.

· Will there be assessments?

-That is a possibility but not one we are focusing on, There are other avenues being explored so that doesn’t have happen.

· Will these improvements be for those in Waterview Preserve only or will all of South Gulf Cove have access?

-That has yet to be determined.

· How can we trails private?
-Badges that owners get for being members. Self policing. This will be addressed as we move further through the process.

· How many lots does the investment group own vs. individual owners and what does developer rights mean?

-The investment group owns approximately 300 lots out of 946 total and developer rights means that the group has a 3 to 1 vote for every property they own.

· Aren’t all properties in Waterview Preserve dry lots? That was the impression I had?

-Our position is that those people who apply for and receive permits for access to the water should get that privilege.

· If the investment group wanted the support of South Gulf cove it should be presented at a South Gulf Cove HOA meeting.
· Will the boat ramp be paved or coquina sand? 

-We aren’t sure at this point.

· Has a Board of Directors been appointed yet?

-Yes.

· How many lots are located on the Santa Cruz?

-Approximately 35.

· Would docks be public?

-No.

· How are these properties taxed?

-Through MSBU’s.

· What is the timeframe?

-We can’t give an answer to that question as of now. We would like to see it sooner rather than later.
